e demonstrate knowledge of Chinese idiomatic expressions in conversations, and in reading and writing activities;

e demonstrate knowledge and accurate use of Chinese grammar and pronunciation in conversations and writing
assignments;

e make presentations about aspects of Chinese culture and tradition that students have researched.
