• Analyze culture, globalization, or global cultural diversity, and describe an event or process from more than one point 

of view. 
• Speak, read, and write a language other than English, and use that language to respond to cultures other than one's 

own.  
 
More specifically, by the end of the semester, you will be able to 

• communicate orally in Italian on subjects covered in the topical outline; 
• communicate with a native speaker of Italian using the graded vocabulary specified in the course outline; 
• explain the meanings of graded texts in Italian within the topical outline of the course; 
• write coherent idiomatic Italian demonstrating  an understanding of syntax and grammar; 
• present on aspects of Italian culture that they have researched.
