e communicate with a native speaker of Polish, demonstrating command of frequently used vocabulary;
e write essays showing control of grammatical structures and sentence patterns;
e research topics of interest using both print and online sources in Polish;
e present research on topics of interest, demonstrating fluency and accuracy in Polish.
